A. Paths through Parks / along Towpaths / or through VRAs
A1.
Wide path ; good sight lines ; good surface ; good access, including evening ; well signed
A2.
Good attractive path, but poor access to it / daylight only

A3.
Width adequate & surface ok, but blind corners / poor access 
A4.
Narrow / overgrown / poor ambience / poor surface  / not legal
B. Minor Road Routes
B1.
Through traffic excluded; safe junctions & crossings ; well-signed ; well lit
B2.
Traffic calmed, but not excluded, or lightly used; 20mph; safe junctions & crossings ; well-lit
B3.
Indirect / narrow / over-parked / poor ambience / unsafe junctions / no main road crossings 
B4.
1-way street / used as rat-run / signed only (untreated) 
C. Traffic Distributors

C1.
Physically segregated track / protected lane ; few breaks in continuity and safe junctions 
C2.
Wide mandatory lane ; available 24hr ; good continuity across (treated) junctions ; no parking / loading
C3.
Advisory lane / fragmented / obstructed / narrow / part-time / no junction treatments
C4.
No facilities – signed only (untreated) / serious hazards
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
