Minutes of the last meeting: minutes agreed as a true record. Matters arising: "no close pass" meeting outcome had been fairly inconsequential. Southwark would be the first or second place the Met tried it out but wouldn't be for a while. Stumbling block was TfL's priorities which it set for funding the roads police, likely to change but not for a while. Camden local police had taken up "no close pass" but Southwark Police had ignored a request to follow suit. Action: to pursue Southwark Police through the JCSG and the Safer Neighbourhood Board chaired by Abi Taupin. 

Planning Parameters: list now drawn up to be handed to developers to be discussed with us before applying for planning permission. 

C2W April 26th: meeting at Better Bankside with Sophie from BB and reps from Team London Bridge to discuss. Andy leading a parents' ride from Bessemer Grange School on March 21st to London Bridge

QW83: closure of Mawbey Road to go ahead. TfL approved. 

20min cycling app: not on website, assistance needed. Pete to assist. 

1 Update on borough cycle route plans: Albert Ang and ANO to be invited to April meeting to discuss progress. Action: sally to invite

2 Quick fixes: Better Bankside want to be able to submit QFs. At the moment Pete puts them on a spreadsheet and sends them to the council. Needs automation. Council going to put up a form as part of the website re-design and the Kerbside Strategy. Possible to use google forms. Important to find a way of reviewing whether they are acted upon. Agreed: to make further appeal for suggestions in April Engaging Networks email. Check whether being acted upon through JCSG. 

3: Camberwell Grove: infrastructure sub group. Ralph wanted to set up a subgroup to discuss infrastructure off-list. Difficult to see the advantage of this  We needed to involve as wide a group of people as possible to get as wide and knowledgeable response to infrastructure consultations as possible. The google group was open to everyone who applied but moderated. Confidential discussions could be kept within the working group and consultations would benefit from as wide a discussion as possible. 

4 Engaging Networks April email: appeal for quick fixes (Pete)

5 Cycling for health: Sally met Isabelle Clement and Alice from W4W on Jan 27th. They had been meeting dotors and hospital administrators to discuss ways of taking their bikes to hospitals. Their idea was to demonstrate the bikes in the hospital grounds and persuade patients who had just been urged to exercise by their doctors and physios to give the bikes a try. Various problems; finding space at the hospitals, getting the disability bikes over there and storage either on the hospital grounds or bringing them back. Agreed that they could offer a "next step" on behalf of Southwark Cyclists and we could give patients a (small amount) of experience outside the hospital grounds. 

6 Dynamo: website now https. Taken 300 bookings and payment through website. About 2-3 a day coming in. Max would be 1,000. Email shot going out to those who did the dynamo in 2015 and 2016. Surrey Quays willing to host the unload. Andy going to Dunwich in May to check arrangements on site and have a pint with the village meeting. 

7 Demo outside Treasury Feb 11th originally about air pollution but now the recent deaths on the road. Liz leading a ride up and Bruce encouraging his HRs to attend. Agreed to promote. 

8: JCSG secretariat: Pete was giving up the post and someone else was being appointed from within the council.
