Draft Minutes of Southwark Cyclists meeting 

June 14th 2017

Apologies for absence: Jeremy Leach, Alastair Hanton, Mary Manning

Minutes of last meeting and matters arising: not everyone had looked at the minutes -- they had a week to comment before the minutes were agreed. The planning Wiki on the website was not working -- Andy and Liz to fix.
E&C audit: This had been passed to politicians but they had been distracted by the election: Bruce to pursue. 

Dunwich Dynamo extra coaches: these didn't seem to be needed. Andy had found 60 extra places because the soft ware was not counting allocated places properly. he was considering putting on one extra coach and putting the additional bikes in the coach holds in expectation of possible extra demand on the beach. Still looking for volunteers for the beach. 

Cyclehoop invite: Alastair to progress
No close pass: to go ahead on June 22nd. Simon Castle sergeant in charge of cycling been promoted and leaving at the end of June (since the meeting NCP has been delayed again, new date unknown)
1) TfL Roads Policing Statistics: published for the first time. Road Peace had analysed them to compare boroughs. The Met were unhappy comparing boroughs because the policing was based on around the fastest roads not borough boundaries. The statistics showed very few officer-initiated enforcement actions for infringing 20mph limits and none detected by cameras. Total number of enforcement actions in southwark had fallen by 25% between 2014 and 2015 (the most recent year for which statistics had been published) (Amy)

2) The JCSG to be asked for a report on 20mph enforcement before the next meeting: Pete to speak to the secretary Gary (?). 

Direct Vision lorries: asking the council to support this was pushing at an open door. Southwark was committed to DV lorries for its own replacement fleet. Action: JCSG to be asked to press for DV lorries to be a condition of planning permission
Gomm St gates; Equalities aspect had not been considered. Action: Council would consider it. 
3) Southwark completely lacking expertise in temporary measures. The Portland St/Albany Road junction was an example of poor practice. It was scheduled to take a year even though there was only work for 3 months. It was horrible for pedestrians and there were no banksmen directing lorry movements. The lights were too far away from the junction so that cars built up a lot of speed going through, the lanes were too narrow. Safety ride planned for June 16th.

4) Dog Kennel Hill CPZ consultation: Great dis-satisfaction expressed with the approach of this consultation which considered question exclusively in terms of whether motorists were prepared to pay for parking. Questions of whether non-motorists would prefer clean air, green space and safer roads were not raised. Action: Eleanor to write a response raising these matters and pass it to Andy to be submitted as SC response

5) Engaging Networks July: the June EN mailout had not been sent yet. Agreed to proceed with appeal for volunteers (Pete and Liz to arrange and write). July EN mailshot to be CPZs. Pete to prepare page for website on why CPZs are important and Pete to contact TRAs on Champion Hill and East Dulwich Estate before deadline. 

6) QW83 ride: group including Jane Davis and Tim from Lewisham Cyclists had ridden proposed route. Essentially the proposal was to upgrade and rename LCN22. The route connects with QW1 at oxley Close. Mawbey Place will be filtered to make a protected crossing of the OKR, down Glengall Road and then across to Sumner Road. The proposal is for a bi-directional track along Trafalgar Ave and protected access to Sumner Road. Problem at the crossing of the A202 where TfL refusing to widen the crossing to make a staggered junction Melon St/Highshore Road. Bidirectional track also proposed for east side of Peckham Rye (traffic islands to be removed, hooray).  This was a pre-consultation open for response until Nov/Dec 2017. Action: Andy to write to Will Norman pressing the case for a wider crossing including Melon St and Highshore Road
7) Memorial statue to Barry Mason on Greenland Dock had a small, hard to read information panel on Barry and his work for cycling in Southwark. Action Bruce to press for notice board. 
8) Camberwell Grove Closure: still looking for residents prepared to front a campaign to keep CG closed. General agreement to put the case positively by showing how nice the street was when closed. Action: street party with planters and benches Pete and Liz to arrange.
9) Nigel Bee: Nigel had complained about the governance of southwark cyclists. Andy did not believe that there was any basis to the complaint. He did not propose to take it further. No further action.

10) Group agreed to invite Ruth-anna McQueen of Hackney Family Cycling to the July meeting to talk about her family cycling library. She has accepted. 

Miles Price to be invited to talk to the group about the Canada Water Action Plan at the September 13th meeting. Sally to write.
