 meeting of November 9th 2016

AGM continued from last meeting: Treasurer said that end of year accounts were the same as those agreed at the meeting which decided to give £10,000 to LCC central. Those accounts had been sent to LCC as the final reconciled accounts. 

Treasurer's report accepted by the meeting. Treasurer re-elected. AGM closed. 

Monthly meeting matters arising: letter for Ian Wingfield, not sent yet(pete); Alastair to ask Jin Lim consultant for public health for Southwark to speak at February 2017 meeting; art school Dr Bike had kept two people busy on October 10th; cycle loan scheme (Eleanor to report next meeting); Sally to meet Cooltan Arts re cycling for health Nov 23rd; parking and JCSG, Andy to get LCC central template policy; cycle policy audit (alastair next meeting)

1: Strategy for 2016/17: general discussion delayed to New Year meeting when more people can attend. Billy reported a friendly meeting with Nicholas of Pem People who had a lot of space and were planning a bike hub. The Bike Train survey showed that those who had done the Bike Train were very enthusiastic about it. Of those who had not done it a majority (8) thought it ran too late and a smaller number (4) thought it was too early. There was demand for the Bike Train to run to Kings Cross. September was the wrong time of year for Cycle to Work Day which should be in the spring, focussed on one or two big employers who were prepared to lead by example. WMP and Camden had prioritised safe overtaking of cyclists as called for in the Highway Code. 

Action: Bike Train to start 15 mins earlier from Nov 16th and (from the spring) to be advertised as through to Kings Cross. C2W Southwark to be on April 26th 2017. Peter John to be asked to recommend it to all staff and Mark Williams to be invited to lead it. JCSG to discuss it using template. Sally to contact MET Southwark commander and ask them to follow lead of WMP and Camden re safe overtaking of cyclists (Sally)

2: Dunwich Dynamo, report and accounts: prices of the trucks and the ticketing operation approx the same but price of coaches had gone up. Andy recommended same prices as 2016 -- £25 early bird, £45 full price. Action Prices agreed. Bookings to open December 1st. Bruce to book Surrey Quays car park for o/night July 8th/9th 2017. 
3: OKR AAP: handed out 1200 flyers; final version of plan drafted in 2017; closure date for consultation unclear, check Jan 2017 (Liz)

4: Bellenden consultation, including Camberwell Grove bridge closure and contact with Camberwell Soc held over (Jeremy and Ralph)

5: QW8 ride: outcome extremely disappointing. This would be a very poor quality ride which would fail the LCDS. Traffic engineers aware how poor it was but unable to change it. JCSG agenda (Andy)

6: Website and social media update: Twitter account has 3352 followers (one of largest LCC Twitter accounts); F/B auto reposts Twitter; very small use of F/B; website has discussion page showing google group; possible to boost website by re-post on F/B more often but given small use of F/B probably not make much difference (Pete).

7: Engaging Networks monthly email: LCC has 2000 members in Southwark. One mail shot per month. Action: November's mail shot to be residential bike parking. 
8: Pathway to cycling: Officers in Clinical Commissioning group interested in discussing this. Nothing in writing yet (Pete)

9: Parameters for discussions with developers: Action: ask LCC for their policy, Should be co-ordinated with London Plan. Developers should include cycling both parking and permeability from the beginning (Andy).
10: Kerbside Strategy: Andy to chase. 
11: New Southwark Plan: Action: Pete to complete letter to Ian Wingfield and refashion it as our contribution to Southwark Plan deadline Dec1st.

North/south superhighway originally had protective islands for the cyclists two-stage lefts. Then these were removed. Result was very dangerous and few cyclists were using them. Action: Bruce to investigate. 
Large numbers of motors had been attracted to the Lynton/Dunton junction by the traffic lights. Lynton Way needed filtering. Action: Bruce had HRider from that area. Also be good to contact City of London Academy to get their support. 
Traffic Orders for QW14 published.  Action: Bruce to check them. 
Lorries using the east/west section of CSH between Southwark Bridge and Tower Bridge to avoid congestion caused by Tower Bridge closure.
