Minutes of last meeting: mins of last meeting agreed as a true record. Matters arising: Dr Bike had moved from London Bridge and been big success on QW1, more to be arranged on the junction of Lynton Road/Dunton Road; 

visit to Cyclehoop arranged for Sept 27th, Sally to post details to group and on website; 

bike library grant application being undertaken by Juliet Kemp; 

no progress on schools policy (Sally); F/B ads not tried yet (Pete); website remodelling in hand (Gareth). 

Camberwell Green consultation submitted after meeting with TfL. Sticking point for TfL is bus capacity through the junction which cannot be reduced. TfL has lost subsidy and buses have to pay their way. Bus capacity reduction means revenue reduction and TfL cannot accept that (Liz). 

1) CSG report (Pete): 

Southwark planning programme of works to slow traffic where speeds average more than 24mph. Budget of £900,000 set aside for this. Not clear what the works will be. Southwark to publish review of which streets average 24mph and above. 

Liveable Neighbourhoods were TfL Major Schemes rebranded. Greater focus on healthy streets and clean air. Because of the short time scale officers will decide the first application. 

Southwark Park, Gomm St cycle gates: these did not conform with disability legislation and would be removed. Southwark would commission an equalities consultation. One possibility was to open the gates. 

2) ActiveTravel Policy: Joint Strategic Needs Assessment (JSNA) is the ongoing process to identify the current and future health and wellbeing needs of local people. The purpose of the JSNA is to inform and underpin the Joint Health and Wellbeing Strategy and plans to improve the health of residents. Physical inactivity is a major contributor to excess weight and has been identified as the fourth leading risk factor for global mortality. 1 in 5 adults in Southwark participate in less than 30 minutes of physical activity each week; and 55% of adults and 42% of children in Year 6 suffer from excess weight. This increases the risks of several health conditions for residents including Type 2 Diabetes, cardiovascular disease and various cancers.  Southwark ranked 10th highest in the 33 London boroughs for numbers cycling. However, only around 2% of residents cycled five times per week or more and the proportion of Southwark residents cycling fell between 2012/13 and 2014/15 (Bruce) (fuller report on website). 
Agreed: to press council to audit progress towards cycling targets and KSIs using London Travel Demand Survey analysis statistics (CSG)
3) Melon Street/Peckham Arch crossings: pedestrian had died here, second in two years. Andy and Liz had met TfL to press for staggered junction with Highshore Road to facilitate cycle crossing. Proposal to make a wide pedestrian crossing from Melon St to the Arch. TfL refusing everything on grounds that Peckham is a destination not part of an onward journey and the need to prioritise bus capactity to protect revenue. 
Several years ago, Peckham Town Centre selected for trial with up to £5 million for improvements prioritising pedestrian safety. Project run into the sand with feeble proposals for "behaviour change". No progress whatever. 
Agreed: Andy to pursue this with GLA member Florence Eshalomi (Jeremy to advise)
4) QW83: see Wiki (Luci)
5) Camberwell Green next steps: .response to street party had been good. Residents support for continued closure continuing to grow. Lobbying parents at school gates being considered. Once consultation starts flyer campaign can target cyclists at the Dog Kennel Hill lights (both sides) and the crossing at the foot of Camberwell Grove. Liz has 3D version of CG without cars but needs work.

Agreed:  gareth to see if he can tweak the 3D image using Photoshop. 
Flyering: Bob and Sally volunteering when flyers ready
6) Bike Train/bike taxis: Bike Train a big PR success but not a big uptake. Need to hang onto the success while increasing utility. During the winter the BTrain was reduced to monthly with a reduced publicity campaign. Plan was to introduce Bike Taxis which would offer customised rides which could be arranged to suit both the rider and the ride leader. This bring more people into commuter ride leading and make group efforts more useful to users. The concept fitted a previous suggestion of a ride-sharing app which brought riders together. Liz had developed a version using Python but it needed more work. Agreed: Gareth to take a look at it and see if it could be developed.
7) Campaign to convert all mandatory cycle lanes to light segregation: mandatory lanes not enforced and often ignored. They should be replaced with wands. Agreed: council should be asked to audit mandatory lanes and consider replacing them with wands (Liz)
8) New Southwark Plan: Ralph to submit response and to represent group at examination in public (Pete)
9) Alternative Transport Plan: TfL are publishing guidance on implementing local plans to spend money from the Mayor. Southwark will be writing a transport strategy after Christmas which will have to be submitted by october 2018. Opportunity for us to submit a wish-list. 
Agreed: brain-storming day-long workshop LCC/London Living Streets one Saturday in october (Andy Cawdell and Peter Wright to arrange). Call for ideas on Wiki: everyone to post one bug-bear and one strategic thought (Pete). 
10) Highways maintenance budget and Cleaner, Greener, Safer devolved to Community Councils: £1.6million spending being devolved. Deadline for CGS October 23rd (Pete)
